Rent Roll

This applies to affordable housing projects that do not meet the proxy requirements. This method is only
available to properties that have a rent roll. Applicants must submit the annual rent, size, and occupancy
for each apartment in the property. At least 25% of the units must have a calculated household income no
more than 80% of the Area or State Median Income; based on the assumption that 30% of household
income is applied to housing costs (i.e., rent). A spreadsheet tool is available for determining Rent Roll
income eligibility upon request.
