Highlights

¢ In the past week, the New York State average weekly retail gasoline price equaled $3.765/gallon, down
3.3¢/gallon (0.9%) from the prior week and 9.2¢/gallon (2.4%) lower than the year-ago price.

e The New York State average weekly retail diesel price was $4.178/gallon, down 2.0¢/gallon (0.5%) from the
prior week and 1.0¢/gallon (0.2%) lower than the year-ago price.

e WTI crude oil spot prices have fallen for the third week in a row to $97.17/barrel, a decrease of $0.33/barrel
(0.3%) from last week price of $97.50/barrel and 9.2% below last year’s average of $106.97/barrel.
