Highlights
o The weekly average New York State regular gasoline price decreased for the eighteenth week in a row to
$2.338/gallon, and is now $1.039/gallon (30.8%) below last year’s weekly average price of $3.377/gallon.
e The weekly average New York State diesel price decreased for the twenty-fifth week in a row to $2.771/gallon,
and is now $1.131/gallon (29.0%) below last year’s weekly average price of $3.902/gallon.
¢ Mid-Atlantic gasoline stocks decreased by 1.3 million barrels (4.1%) since last week to 30.1 million barrels but
remain 5.9 million barrels (24.6%) above the previous year inventory level of 24.2 million barrels.
