Through PowerUps 
Aggregation Pilot, retrofits are bundled together for each home 
performance contractor in advance according to proximity. By 
pre-qualifying each homeowner for rebates and low interest 
financing before the free home energy assessment, PowerUp 
homeowners are more likely to follow through on improvements 
such as heating system upgrades and insulation. In addition 
to reducing costs, this approach also gives the program 
administrator greater control over the project pipeline, enhances 
customer and contractor communications, and provides for 
timely project completions, and allows for workforce training 
opportunities.
