	Question
	Answers

	1
	How many companies do you anticipate selecting?
	We anticipate selecting a single prime contractor. We are open to partnering relationships and sub-contractors managed by a single prime contractor.

	2
	Is $1.5 Million the entire budget available for the three years of the contract and what must be included in that budget?
	The budget for this work over the next three years is $1.5Million. That amount must include the cost of building and hosting the platform, acquiring any licensed data sets, data analytics, customer service to NYSERDA and consultation with NYSERDA to improve or add to the data platform. 
While NYSERDA is interested in the value-added aspects of a bid, there is no room in the budget or desire to increase the scope of the proposal beyond what is requested.

	Will you be able to share which data sets NYSERDA already has, and which ones should the bidder try to procure independently?
	We have prepared a summary of public and private (licensed) data that is currently on the platform. We have noted which private (licensed) data NYSERDA has access to and which would need to be licensed by the selected contractor.

	4
	Which of the items listed under "What NYSERDA seeks from you" is already provided by the incumbent technology?  
	We currently have access to all the data fields mentioned but many records are incomplete with missing and outdated information.

	5
	What data sets will be provided by NYSERDA to the contractor?
	NYSERDA will provide data sets from NYSERDA programs. They will have additional information and more details than is available elsewhere. The data represent a small percentage of the buildings (<15%) included in the overall data set.

	6
	Who owns the work product, and will the contractor be able to use the content and data for other commercial purposes?
	NYSERDA maintains ownership of any work funded by NYSERDA as consistent with NYS IT policy.
The contractor may use the public data as they see fit. The contractor may use the data they license under the terms of the license. The contractor may not use any of the NYSERDA provided data for any purpose outside this contract without NYSERDA’s prior approval. In general, we do not expect to give permission.

	7
	Are proposals expected to identify specific data sets for integration into the platform?  



	The primary data fields and sources have been identified in the Data Sources and Data Dictionary document provided and the primary data fields should be addressed in the proposal. NYSERDA is open to replacing any of the licensed data sources with a better source you propose based upon a cost benefit analysis.

	
	Can the identification of appropriate data sets for integration be a result of a requirements gathering exercise as part of project work?  
	As long as the primary data fields are addressed in the proposal, the proposer may recommend additional data sets that can enrich the value of the data to NYSERDA. Final decisions on any new data proposed will be made as part of the initial work under the contract.


	8
	Are requirements for use cases, data insights, and transformation requirements readily available, or would an effort be required to conduct discovery, validate, and prioritize desired insights, build the roadmap, and execute?
	During the initial 3 months of the contract, NYSERDA will provide additional data and metadata and engage the contractor. We will work with the contractor to develop use cases, priorities, and a timeline for integration beyond the primary data.

	9
	What third party paid data sets will NYSERDA be providing to the contractor?
	NYSERDA may provide data from existing licensed data (see the Data Sources and Data Dictionary document). New sources may be added during the duration of the contract, as well.  

	10
	Do you want building ownership also?
	For single family homes and condominium or cooperative units we will not be collecting or including ownership. We also will not be collecting or including the names of residential tenants. Ownership information related to multi-family, commercial and institutional buildings is desired.

	11
	Is the NYSERDA owned data only available to NYSERDA internally, or are these data sources available publicly for external purposes? Is NYSERDA considering publishing data from this platform on Open NY?
	Select NYSERDA program data and other NYSERDA data sets are published on the Open NY platform. The remaining data is not available publicly and is not for external use.
We may choose to publish selected extracts from this data on Open NY.

	12
	Does NYSERDA have a preference or opinion on what portion of the total budget should be allocated to consultative services? 
	NYSERDA’s preference is at least a third of the proposed budget is available for improving the data and it’s use by NYSERDA, which would be inclusive of the consulting. 

	13
	How was the $1.5M estimate for the RFP developed? 
	The budget was set based upon NYSERDA’s experience in developing the existing Buildings Data Platform, acquiring additional licensed data, and providing all associated services. We have made upward adjustments based on inflation and a refined set of needs. 

	14
	Was NYSERDA required to issue this procurement, or could it have just renewed with the vendor whose contract is ended?
	All NYSERDA contracts have a limit to a specified contract period. This procurement reflects a normal cycle of procurement.

	15
	Is NYERDA looking to build upon this current and prior work, or will this be a new and separate effort?  
Please clarify what research and technology development are in/out of scope?


	We wish to build upon the current and prior work.  The initial work will mostly be focused upon maintaining availability of information for NYSERDA program and policy teams.
Once NYSERDA is satisfied with the new platform, it will focus on improvements and enrichment, based upon priorities and constraints of the budget. This may include modelling and analytics as well as seeing what AI can offer.

	16
	How much, if any, of the existing data, including metadata, data schemas, and data dictionaries, will be made available to this work versus starting new?  
	NYSERDA will provide all the resources owned by NYSERDA including the data dictionary, data and meta-data, schemas, and analytical analysis.

	17
	Who is the incumbent? 
	Radiant Labs is currently providing this service.  Other firms, including GuideHouse and Cadmus, have provided earlier work on particular building use market segments.

	18
	Is the desire to build, own, manage, and operate this data platform internally within NYSERDA at the end of this project or are you looking for a product that you can subscribe to for this data and insights?
	NYSERDA is seeking a fully supported service for the duration of this contract, which may be extended to five years at NYSERDA’s option. We have not made any decisions regarding our approach or needs beyond the term of this contract.

	19
	Do you have requirements concerning the technologies, frameworks, and cloud to use for the database and the platform? 
	All resources must meet NYS ITS Cybersecurity policy, be user-friendly and offers sufficient capacity and speed to handle our large data sets.

	20
	The RFP mentioned that NYSERDA already uses Tableau. Is NYSERDA is happy with Tableau, or would you like to see more advanced options offered?
	Tableau is widely used within NYSERDA. It is expected that the most common data pulled from the platform will be built out in Tableau by NYSERDA staff. We seek a higher level of performance for the platform itself and expect to develop a small group of super-users that would engage directly with the platform.

	21
	Are the presentation formats contemplated to be through a GIS format?  
	The platform must support mapped data and mapped views of the data, but it should support all the typical visual and tabular forms of data for extraction and viewing.

	22
	Can you list all existing tools/technologies that would interact with/integrate with this data platform/tool? Do you host on premises or in the cloud?
	NYSERDA uses Office 365, Tableau, ArcGIS, SAS, and SalesForce as enterprise solutions. We have some program data stored on a few proprietary databases but all support common extraction and data sharing protocols. All newer systems are cloud hosted.

	23
	Outside of NYSERDA employees, do you plan on having any end users accessing this data platform/data? If so, how will they access the data platform?
	The platform and data are intended for use within NYSERDA. 
We may request that you provide some NYSERDA contractors with access to data for their work with NYSERDA. In those cases, we would work with you to accommodate access.
We require confidentiality agreements between these other contractors and you, the data/platform contractor, before sharing.

	24
	Is NYSERDA's existing ArcGIS platform to be integrated with new functionality from this RFP?  
	We do not anticipate integration beyond sharing mapped data assets between the platforms.

	25
	Do you have a preferred data warehouse/platform technology (Azure ADF, AWS Glue, etc.)?
	We do not, but it must be compliant with NYS IT requirements.

	26
	Is this effort related to the Utility Green Button or IEDR platform for sharing customer usage data?
	We will not be collecting live or current utility usage data on this platform. It is out-of-scope for this project. 
We may provide publicly sharable extracts of our buildings data to the IEDR platform in the future and are in discussions with that team.

	27
	Will the Clean Heat Program data be available so it can be linked to buildings that have installed heat pumps?
	We do not have project level Clean Heat Program data currently. If it becomes available, we will add it to the platform. 

	28
	What does "measure adoption rates" mean?
	NYSERDA has programs that recommend clean energy or efficiency measures to building owners. The measure adoption rate is the rate at which building owners implement those measures. We have used this data to predict the likelihood that buildings participating in these programs have been upgraded.

	29
	How will the data be updated on a regular basis?
	The contractor would need to validate or update the source data quarterly in general. We would come to an agreement for data sets that do not follow a quarterly update cycle.

	30
	Should NYSERDA be able to access PII (personally identifiable information) if they exist within the data sets being requested (e.g. tax assessor records have PII)  
	While source data (including some NYSERDA data sets) have PII, we are not compiling PII in this data set.  

	31
	I would like to explore potential opportunities as a climate tech start-up a proactive real time climate data platform.  Who should I reach out to?  
	Your question is outside the scope of this project.  You may write to the following email address with your request:  digitaleconomy@nyserda.ny.gov

	32
	How many buildings and utility accounts are in scope for this project?  
	All “conditioned” buildings in NYS are in the scope of this work, including the fuels used and utility provider. However, we do not possess and will not be collecting utility account information. The count is over 5M buildings in NYS and over 10M addresses.

	33
	Could you clarify what is meant by "the ability to link with available building documents/images"? 
	You must have the ability to link tax parcel and other tabular records with shapefiles and geospatial imagery.

	34
	Are the key projects outlined in Task 7 provided as examples or should there be specific budget items to account for these projects?
	They are examples only and not be included in your costs.

	35
	Will there be an emphasis on combining 3rd party grant and funding resources? Meaning will preferences be placed on those companies that have similar efforts under way and may be receiving funding from Federal programs like the Small Business Innovation Research and STTRs, as well as private funding?
	We are procuring a service for NYSERDA only. We have no means to assess other potential investment or funding as part of this procurement.
