	Text1: Deer River Wind is a proposed 101.6 MWac wind project located in the towns of Harrisburg and Pinckney in Lewis County, NY. The location will be approximately 80 miles north of Syracuse. Deer River Wind will be developed by Atlantic Wind LLC, a wholly owned subsidiary of Avangrid Renewables. The project is expected to safely generate enough clean energy to power nearly 25,000 average New York households annually.   Previously established projects in the area, Roaring Brook and Maple Ridge Wind, have demonstrated Avangrid’s successful relationships and acceptance with the local community. Avangrid plans to utilize Vestas V150 turbines for Deer River Wind but will finalize this decision as procurement for construction progresses.
