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The transportation sector is one of the largest sources of greenhouse gas emissions in
New York State. Investing in on and off-road electric vehicles and infrastructure can make
clean transportation an option for your community. Compared to gasoline-powered cars,
electric vehicles are cleaner, healthier, and cost approximately 50-70% less to operate
per mile. Clean vehicles reduce greenhouse gas emissions and pollutants that cause
harm to human health and the environment.

Increasing the number of charging stations in your community is a key opportunity to
promote cleaner vehicles. Charging stations are being installed at a wide variety of locations
across New York State. In addition, local government can lead by example by deploying
light, medium, and heavy-duty vehicles in their municipal fleets. A wide range of rebates and
incentives are available to reduce the cost of electric vehicles and infrastructure.

Earn recognition and unlock access to grant funding

NYSERDA's Clean Energy Communities Program recognizes and rewards local governments
for their clean energy leadership.

Each High Impact Action is worth points collected upon completion of the action. The points
you earn count toward unlocking access to Designation Grant funding.
